• Discuss the purchase, exchange, lease or value of real property described as 
Block 55, Original Town Addition, Midland, Midland County, Texas. 

• Discuss the sale, exchange, lease or value of real property described as Lot 
6, Block 9, and Lots 9 and 10, Block 10, Midland International Airport 
Industrial Park Addition, Section 5, Midland, Midland County, Texas. 

• Discuss the purchase, lease, exchange or value of Lots 1-8 and 13-23, Block 53, 
Original Town Addition, Midland, Midland County, Texas.
