  Economic Development Specialist Zach Gilbert, reported that Bureau of Labor Statistics 
implemented a new research methodology in the way they find out the Civilian Labor Force 
(CLF), and employment. They are implementing the new methodology to the 2014 reports as

 Mrs. Welch, gave an update on the altitude chamber, Holder Aerospace has reached 

milestone three, and will be coming the week of April 21st  to set the big tank tanks at the site.
